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About the school

The school is located in the South-Eastern region of Hungary. It was founded in 1927. There
are 16 classes with mixed population of boys and girls. The school functions as a “genera”
primary school, however, the instruction is based on the usage of ICT. The school took part in
severa internationa projects such as OECD, SDT (Hungarian Schoolnet) | and I, and Phare
projects.

ICT in the school

ICT investments are financed partly from the own budget, and partly from projects and
tenders.

Pedagogical support is provided by in-service teacher
trainings available outside the school (ECDL, EPICT).




School’svision and ethos

ICT is set out as one of the main priorities of the school. In order to be up-to-date in
development of ICT, the school community is strongly motivated to take part in most of the
national/international projects and tenders. The school’ s growing success in the region — as
regards the number of applicants —is based on the local cooperation of the colleagues; thisis
also supported by the usage of ICT.

Innovation in the school

The school has participated in several international projects and activities. Thisincludes
OECD projects, Phare projectsand SDT (Hungarian Schoolnet) | and 11.

The meaningful integration of ICT into the daily praxis and learning activities has high
priority. Students use ICT in extracurricular exercises as well, both by fulfilling individual
learning tasks as well asin terms of collaboration.

The Calibrate project and the participating teachers

The main reason for using ICT in teaching and learning processes is to increase student
motivation. According to the teachers observations, the pupils are more enthusiastic about
working with computers even if it is about student assessment. They are highly motivated
when preparing Power Point Presentations as homework or as an in-class activity. The
teachers are aso keen on using ICT during their lessons, however the time of preparation for
ICT classesis higher than for a class which does not involve the use of the new technologies.

Learning activities that pupils do with ICT:
Getting acquainted with new itemsin pair- or groupwork
Preparing PPT presentations
Assessment — doing tests
Peer assessment

ICT is integrated into the teaching and learning processes on a regular basis in case of most
subjects such as foreign languages, history, mathematics, physics, chemistry, Hungarian
literature.
